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A Taste of Norway

Also worth seeing is the trio of 
amazing, ten metre high sword 
sculptures, symbolising peace. 
They appear to have been thrust 
into the land by some giant�s hand. 
The contemporary town is full of 
outdoor bars, restaurants and 
yachting marinas, and is one of 
the big bases for the oil industry.

Bergen is busier, more 
cosmopolitan, and was at one 
stage the capital of the country. 
Situated between seven 
mountains, the city is best seen 
from the top of the funicular at 
Mount Floyen, some three 
hundred metres above sea level. 
The famed Hanseatic area of 
Bryggen consists of rows of half 
timbered houses on winding 
lanes, flanked by restaurants and 
bars. Many of these are the result 

of a major rebuild, following a fire 
in 1702. Even older are St. Mary�s 
Church, parts of which date back 
to 1130 and King Haakon�s Royal 
Hall, going back as far as 1261.

At the height of summer, 
Boudicca heads north to fabled 
Norwegian waters on an 
invigorating break to the 
matchless scenic lore of 
Norway�s south west coast.
Stavanger is approached via the 
forty kilometre long Lysefjord, 

the southernmost fjord in 
Norway. Flanked by impassive, 
jagged mountains up to three 
thousand feet high, it is 
dominated by the famous �pulpit 
rock�, a vast, eighteen hundred 
foot high promontory jutting out 
into the sea.
