There
are also tours to St Andrews and
Scone Palace.

- acircular Napoleonic fort dating
from 1808. Other attractions
include the Lowlighthouse
Maritime Museum, and Lifeboat
Museum at Timberfields, as well
as the National Wireless and
Television museum. From St.
Peter Port, head to the Guernsey
Museum and Art Gallery; see the
smallest consecrated church in
the world; and Candie Gardens.
Anisland tour takes in Castle
Cornet and delightful Saumarez
Manor.

The Scilly Isles lay 25 miles south-
west from Land’s End. Noted for
their rugged granite cliffs, wild
scenery, and mild climate,
Prehistoric remains prove that the
Islands have been populated
since around 2000 BC. See the
capital, Hugh Town on St Mary’s;
or visit the Tresco Abbey Gardens.
Waterford is one of Ireland’s
oldest and most historic cities.
Don't miss Reginald’s Tower;
Blackfriars Priory; and the
Protestant and Catholic
Cathedrals, both dating from the
18th century. There are also tours
to Kilkenny with its 12th century
castle.
