Many of 
Dublin�s historic sights are in the 
old section of the city, south of 
the River Liffey, such as Dublin 
Castle, built on the orders of King 
John in the early 13th century. 

You can also visit the Protestant

Cherbourg has survived a

Additionally, you can visit 
magnificent chateaux and 
tranquil parks; but for many this 
port offers a chance to see the 
many beaches that played a 
pivotal role in the Normandy 
Landings. 

The imposing St. Finbarr�s 
Cathedral, with its three gothic 
spires, stands sentinel over the 
sleepy city of Cobh. Known as 
Queenstown until 1922, when it 
reverted to its Gaelic name, this 
was the last port of call for Titanic. 
Lying at the mouth of the River 
Lee, this is the gateway to Cork. 
Tours head into the rolling 
countryside for visits to Blarney 
Castle and the legendary stone, 
Kinsale, Killarney, and Muckross 
House. In the evening you can 
also enjoy Irish dancing on 
board ship.
