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During your visit to this ancient 
citadel, brim-full of medieval and 
Baroque architecture, you can 
visit Jerez de la Frontera.

In the shadow of Palma•s 13th 
century Gothic Cathedral of La 
Seo, Palau de l•Almudaina is the 
former home of medieval 
Majorcan kings. Take an excursion 
to Deia and Valldemossa … the 
romantic setting of the La Cartuja 
monastery; or journey back in 
time at the country house of La 
Granja. Catalan culture overflows 
in Europe•s liveliest city … 
Barcelona; don•t miss this 
opportunity to visit Gaudi•s 
incomplete masterpiece, the 
Sagrada Familia; and Palau Güell - 
a building of sinuous, organic 
fantasies combining steps and 

mosaics. Described by Somerset 
Maugham as the most beautiful 
street in the world, Las Ramblas 
stretches from the port to Plaça 
de Catalunya.

Ibiza•s old town, D•Alt Vila, is a 
UNESCO World Heritage Site; the 
hilltop fortress of Renaissance 
parapets and watchtowers over-
looks the stunning natural 
harbour. In the Plaça de la Vila 
there are trendy shops and the 
Museum of Contemporary Art. At 
Málaga there•s the chance to visit 
the Picasso Museum, housed in 
the strikingly remodelled 
Buenavista Palace. Dominating 
this enchanting Andalusian city is 
Gibralfaro Hill which offers a 
journey through time from the 
Roman Amphitheatre, to the 
11th century Moorish fortress of 
Alcazaba, to the Phoenician 
Castillo. 

Gibraltar is a vignette of Britain 
nestling amidst Andalucian 
scenery; even the policemen, 
phone boxes, and pubs look 
familiar. Don•t miss the Great 
Siege Tunnels; St Michael•s Cave; 
Barbary Apes; and unrivalled 
duty-free shopping in Main Street.

On the third day, Black Watch 
glides along the Tagus River, 
past the Torre de Belém, built 
in the 16th century as a 
beacon for Portuguese 
navigators returning from the 
New World. 

This is a grandiose city; from 
Rossio Square to the elegant 
18th century Baixa area, there are 
architectural echoes of Empire. It 
was from the historic port of 
Cádiz that Spanish galleons 
departed for the New World.
